Rules and regulations of
the Graduate School of Law and Political Sciences
of the University of Szeged
The present rules and regulations amend and apply the rules set forth in the act number CXXXIX of 2005 on Higher Education, the Government decree number 33/2007 (III.7.) on the foundation of graduate schools and on the awarding of the degree of PhD, the decision number MAB 2008/8/II/2 of the Hungarian Accreditation Committee (Magyar Akkreditációs Bizottság) on the requirements concerning the foundation and operation of graduate schools, the Regulation of Graduate Schools and Awarding the Degree of PhD of the University of Szeged (EDSZ), the faculty’s amending rules to the EDSZ (EDSZ-KSZ).
1. The Basic data of the graduate school

1.1 The name of the graduate school: Graduate School of Law and Political Sciences of the University of Szeged
1.2 Headquarters of the graduate school: 6720 Szeged, Tisza Lajos krt. 54.

1.3 The operational scope of the graduate school:

Field of science: social sciences

Branch of science: political and legal sciences

1.4 The Graduate School is and administrative part of the SZTE Faculty of Law (hereinafter as Faculty).
1.5 In the field of political and legal sciences in the University of Szeged the Graduate School provides the PhD training, that is: the Graduate School organizes the admission of the applicants; provides proper general and special professional education for the students enabling them to obtain doctorate; provides for the prescribed documentation of the education processes, the operation of the differentiated evaluation system and the personalized possibilities of studying in order to grant and maintain the level of the education.
1.6 The highest decision-maker and theoretical leading body of the PhD training of the Graduate School is the Doctoral Council of the University (Egyetemi Doktori Tanács) and the Doctoral Council for the Science Field (Tudományterületi Doktori Tanács) (hereinafter referred to as Doctoral Council) in delegated jurisdiction and in jurisdiction granted by the EDSZ.
2. The institutions of the Graduate School

2.1 The Council of the Graduate School

2.1.1 The Council of the Graduate School is a leading body helping the work of the leader of the Graduate School by making decisions in structural and educational issues concerning the PhD training and the operation of the Graduate School, and in matters and scope defined by university regulations and statutory provisions; executes general control supervision over the education in the Graduate School; provides suggestions for the Doctoral Council.
2.1.2 The president of the Council of the Graduate School is the leader of the Graduate School.

2.1.3 The terms of the statutory provisions and the university regulations shall be applied to the election of the members of the Council of Graduate School and to the termination of their office.

2.1.4 The sessions of the Council are chaired by the president or by the person appointed by the president. The Council makes its decisions with simple majority voting.

2.2 The leader of the Graduate School

2.2.1 The rector appoints the leader of the Graduate School in accordance with requirements set forth in statutory provisions and based on the recommendation of the Doctoral Council of the University and the professional opinion of the MAB with the approval of the Senate.
2.2.2 The leader of the graduate school manages the work of the Graduate School and that of the Council of the Graduate School, executes the decisions of the Council, coordinates professional work, supervises its quality, leads the administration of the Graduate School and represents the Graduate School.

2.3 The PhD programs and its leaders

2.3.1 The PhD program within the framework of the Graduate School is a constant, organized educational and research activity within the research field of political and legal sciences executed under the management of the leader of the PhD program.
2.3.2 The PhD programs operating within the framework of the Graduate School are managed by program leaders who are responsible for the professional (educational-training) work executed within the program.
2.3.3 The program leaders are appointed by the leader of the Graduate School based on the recommendation of the Council of Graduate School and approved by the Graduate Council from the supervisors.

2.3.4 The following programs operate within the Graduate School:

Agricultural law, labor law and related fields

Constitutional and law history

Constitutional law and public administration, financial law

Criminal sciences

Civil law I

Law philosophy and law sociology

International law, European law, international private law

Political science

Roman law

Statistics, demography, legal informatics

2.4 Supervisors and teachers of the Graduate School

2.4.1 The supervisor of the PhD student is a teacher or researcher with academic degree with active research activity who leads and helps the education, research work of the PhD student and the preparation of the student to obtain the PhD degree.

2.4.2 The topics announced by the supervisors are approved by the Doctoral Council based on the suggestion of Council of Doctoral School.
2.4.3 One PhD student shall not have more than two supervisors at the same time.

2.4.4 The teachers of the Graduate School are appointed from the tutors and researchers with academic degree and they are approved by the Council of Doctoral School based on the suggestion of the leader of the Graduate School.

3. The operation of the Graduate School

3.1 Admission to the Graduate School

3.1.1 The requirements prescribed for the admission to the Graduate School are determined by statutory provisions and by the EDSZ; the evaluation method applied during the admission is determined by the EDSZ-KSZ. The admission requirements and the aspects of the evaluation shall be available for the applicants and published on the website of the Graduate School.

3.1.2 Points 27-28 of the EDSZ shall be applied to the rules of admission processes.
3.2 The legal status of PhD students

Points 29-35 of the EDSZ shall be applied to the legal status of the PhD students within the Graduate School.

3.3 The educational rules that shall be applied during the PhD training
3.3.1 The PhD training is carried out based on an educational plan that is approved by the Doctoral Council based on the suggestions of the DIT.

3.3.2 Points 24-26 of the EDSZ shall be applied to the educational rules of the PhD training.

3.4 Quality assurance

The aspects of quality assurance are executed within the Graduate School based on a separate quality assurance plan in the way determined in detail therein however the quality assurance activity is executed in relation with the quality assurance system of the SZTE Faculty of Law based on the Quality Assurance Rules of the University of Szeged.

3.5 The administration of the Graduate School

The leader of the Graduate School organizes the administration of the Graduate School and it is supervised by the Council of the Doctoral School. The educational department of the SZTE Faculty of Law provides aid for the Graduate School with administrative issues.
3.6 Financial management of the Graduate School

The Graduate School carries out its financial management with the available funds in an independent way as part of the institutional system of the Faculty in accordance with the budget of the Faculty and with regard to the relating rules and regulations of the university and the faculty. The leader of the Graduate School makes the decision in the related issues, the dean of the faculty and the Council of the Doctoral School supervises the financial management.
3.7 The representation of the Graduate School

The Graduate School is represented in front of other institutions of the university and in front of institutions independent from the university by the leader of the Graduate School or by a member of the Council of Doctoral School appointed by it.
4. Mixed provisions

4.1 The PhD training provided by the Graduate School, the PhD students, the teachers, researchers and other participants are subject to these rules and regulations.  The procedure of awarding the degree of PhD is not subject to the present rules and regulations but to the EDSZ and to the relating provisions of the EDSZ-KSZ.

4.2 The present rules and regulations enter into effect on the day it is adopted.
